Dear «First»,

I am pleased to invite you to the 8th Annual Commanders’ Workshop scheduled for 13 - 15 October at the Breezy Point Resort. 

A directional map is enclosed.  We have permission to use the private Breezy Point Airport.  The Unicom frequency is 122.8.  The NW/SE runway is 2500 hard surface between rows of trees.  There are marked power lines at the SE end and trees on the NW end.  There are no runway lights.  Twin-engine aircraft have used this airport.  Bring your own tie-downs for the area along the tree line.  Phone the Resort front desk at 562-7811 from the Amoco Station for the Resort shuttle to pick you up.

Each unit commander receives a Friday – Sunday complimentary package that includes lodging, continental breakfasts, refreshment break, Saturday dinner, meeting rooms and course materials.  Group Commanders, New Unit Commanders and invitees arriving Thursday 12 October also receive Thursday lodging and Friday breakfast and lunch.

We have arranged for double occupancy lodging in the Breezy Center.  There is a skyway between the Conference Center and your lodging in the Breezy Center.  Choices to designate a roommate and options for private rooms, accompanying Deputies or dinner Saturday for a guest must be indicated on the registration form.  An acknowledgement of your registration form will be sent to your e-mail address with your lodging room assignment. Your family or significant other can leave a message for you at 1-800-432-3777 in case of an emergency.

Because of the Wing’s financial commitments, late registration forms or walk-in’s can’t be accepted.  «First», the enclosed registration form with any optional payment MUST be completed and received by Major Victoria Rock not later than Tuesday, 12 September at 2404 Hillsboro Avenue N., Minneapolis, MN 55427.

Thursday and Friday evening is casual dress.  The rest of the weekend will be either Air Force dark blue trousers/slacks and light blue shirt/blouse or Civil Air Patrol gray trousers/slacks and white aviator shirt without ties.  Resort guests can be from all over the world, therefore, we want our attendees looking sharp as well as comfortable.

Lodging check-in begins at 1700 on your day of arrival.  A credit card security deposit is required upon check-in for incidental room charges which are your responsibility.  Wing Headquarters will pre-register you and pay for the room. 

The Workshop “no host social” begins Friday at 1900 until 2100 in the Marina Lounge.  The Saturday registration begins at 0715 outside the Pelican Room on the 2nd floor of the Conference Center.  Event times will be in the agenda you will receive at the Workshop registration.

Our continental breakfast begins at 0730 Saturday and Sunday outside the Pelican Room and the Workshop begins promptly at 0800.  Saturday lunch is on your own.  If you desire, a Chef’s lunch special for $5.95 will be available at the Marina Dining Room.

Spouses who would like to participate in informal area shopping may gather in the Conference Center registration area at 10:00 am Saturday with Major Victoria Rock.  Within the Breezy Center Pool area there is a swimming pool, jacuzzi, tanning booth, video games, pool tables and ping pong.  Forget your toothbrush or shampoo?  The Gift Shop in the Conference Center also carries a complete line of sundries and vacation necessities.

The Workshop is intended to help commanders with the skills they need to manage, lead their units, delegate authority, recruit and retain.  We focus on what the commander should expect and provide for support – the emphasis being on relationships with his or her staff.  We feel that staff position discussions are best suited for the Squadron Leadership School.
