Your proposal will be laid out in military letter format.  In the first paragraph you should address exactly what the problem is.


During the summer months it can become very warm in Minnesota.  The current BDU uniform has long pants that do not allow for staying cool and comfortable.

There will be some who say that shorts are an un-military look and have no place with an official uniform.  However, currently the British, Australian, and many other militaries of the world authorize shorts for warm-weather soldiers.  Furthermore police and other para-military organizations in Minnesota authorize shorts for wear during our hot summer months.

In the final paragraph state your specific proposal.  Be short, concise, and to the point.


With the consideration of the items above, I propose that the Minnesota Wing CAC forward a recommendation for shorts to be authorized with the BDU uniform.  The color, style, and other specifics would be left to National Headquarters/Personnel for development and inclusion in CAPM 39-1.
