Do you find yourself asking, what can I do to be more involved in the cadet program?  Or, how can I change that aspect of the cadet program?  The answer is Cadet Advisory Council.  
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This is a wing wide group that meets once a quarter to discuss the cadet program.  Members of the Cadet Advisory Council (CAC) are appointed annually, by their squadron.  Each unit assigns one primary and one alternate representative.  Each group is also allowed to send one primary and one alternate.  But, regardless or whether or not you are a representative for your unit, you are welcome to come to a meeting and check us out or offer ideas.  

Since we, the cadets, participate in the cadet program we are most likely to notice when a change needs to be made.  When we fell a change is necessary, we start a process called a proposal.  During this process we explore the issue and all factors involve, document all the reasons why we feel the change is important, and make a recommendation of what we feel the change should be.  After all of this is written, at an advisory council meeting the proposal is voted on.  If it passes, the proposal goes to the wing commander, and then on to the region cadet advisory council for their vote.  Through this process proposals can be passed up to national and changes can be made to benefit the cadet programs.  

Another thing CAC does is wing wide activities.  The cadet competition in the fall, sno-daze and volleyball competition in the winter, and the cadet part of wing conference in the spring are all put together by members of CAC.  These activities would not happen if it were not for willing representatives who promote and organize each project.

Lastly, cadet advisory council gives cadets an opportunity to share ideas and suggestions.  We have a chance to talk about what our squadrons are doing that is improving our unit, what problems we have and need advice on, or what we would like to see in our units in the future.  

If you have changes you would like to see in the cadet program please talk with your unit’s CAC representative, or better yet, join us!  Cadet Advisory Council is a wonderful opportunity for anyone.  I encourage every cadet out there to at least attend one meeting.
