Security Procedures for Base Access

As of 21 December 2001

Valid for all Threat-cons except Delta.

Senior Members Entering Base:

1. Show your current CAP membership card and picture ID to the gate guard.

2. If you vehicle is NOT registered with the base security, stop and register it.  You will need the following documentation: Proof of insurance, Valid driver’s license, Proof of vehicle registration. Fill out required forms and follow the instructions provided by security for placement of registration stickers.

3. Follow all traffic laws including: speed limits, stops signs and any additional directions given by security personnel. Drive safely.
4. After the meeting had concluded, exit the base as usual.

Cadet Members Entering Base:

1. Show your current CAP membership card and picture ID to the gate guard.

2. If in the company of a senior member, follow instruction above.

3. If being transported by parents, there will be a squadron transport vehicle stationed in the security parking for use in transporting cadets from the gate/security area to Building 745. All cadets who are attending meetings will be transported during inclement weather. Time is of the essence! You MUST arrive before 1855 hours to have transportation. Any cadet arriving after 1855 hrs. will be walking to the meeting location.

4. After parents’ drop-off the cadet, they are required to proceed to the first available space that permits their vehicle to turn around and exit the base. For no reason will they be allowed to deliver the cadet to the meeting location unless they are in procession of: Valid DoD identification or CAP membership card with picture ID.

5. After the meeting parents’ may retrieve their cadet and the base gate. Cadets will be delivered, in a timely fashion, by a senior member to the gate. No later than 2110 hrs.

6. If parents’ have ID that is acceptable to security and have their vehicle registered1 with base security, they will be allowed to deliver their cadet to the meeting location. 

� By registering your vehicle you consent to it being searched at any time. DO NOT carry any weapons or contraband in it. If during a search of your vehicle, if any contraband of any type is found, your access to the base will be forfeit and you will possibly be charged with criminal offenses and disciplinary action by CAP, DoD, and local authorities.
