Dance.

Many of our squadron’s members and their families dressed up and came out for a night
of fun and fine dining. Awards were presented and speeches were given. Midmonth, our
squadron had a team in the Minnesota Wing’s Annual Volleyball Competition. 4 Cadets
& 2 Senior Members played Volleyball against teams from other squadrons. Topping off
that event was St Cloud Squadron’s newly Annual St Cloud Lock-in. Cadets and
Senior Members in attendance had the opportunity to spend the night with cadets from all
over Minnesota (and even a few from North Dakota) and enjoy swimming, rock
climbing, dancing, basketball, and various other activities in the Universities Field
House. Cadets even had the opportunity to log in some time on the Universities flight
simulators.

In March, our cadets got together to help out the United States Air Force with security at
the Snow Cross held at Welch Village Ski resort. Things did not work out quite as we
wanted them to, but the cadets were able to watch some of the Snow Cross and also
received some valuable training. This activity was followed up with a Lock-In, which is
a fun, social activity for the cadets to get to know each other. April brought along the
time of year that our squadron runs its Annual BlackCAP Emergency Services College.
Several Cadets and most Senior Members attended this event in some capacity. The
squadron hosted approximately 145 members (from 3 different Wings) at our hanger.
Attending members learned a LOT about Emergency Services, and a LITTLE about how
to have some fun.

May was one of our busiest months. A few cadets and many of the squadrons Senior Members attended Minnesota
Wing’s Annual Wing Conference. This was again another opportunity for our cadets and seniors to meet CAP
members from other squadrons. Saturday consisted of training, capped off with a formal banquet and a Military Ball.
Many family members also attended this event and had a rousing good time. Around midmonth, we had a Highway
Cleanup day and did some Emergency Services Training. Many interesting things can be found when your picking
up the ditches along the highway. I think that we all had a new understanding of why littering shouldn’t be done. The
ES training was a practice search for an imaginary downed airplane. Cadets learned a great deal about what is
necessary to participate in this sort of mission. Memorial Weekend brought a parade, as well as our Red Wing
Composite Squadron’s Annual Memorial Day Picnic. Members and their families were invited to join the
squadron for an afternoon of good food, good fun, and good people. Members also participated in our first ever-
Annual Fundraising Garage/Bake Sale. Money was earned and the entire squadron donated something to the cause.
We kicked off the month of June with members hanging and participating in the County Market Hot Dogs Sales.
Cadets also ran a Car Wash. The day was cloudy, and threatening rain, but we somehow manage to find cars to wash
and people to sell hot dogs to. 5 Cadets and 1 Senior Member from our squadron participated in the Minnesota Wing
Encampment. Encampment is a very important step in the Cadet Program. A cadet cannot become an officer
without first attending this event. A few members also attended an Air Show in Winona, manning a recruiting booth.

In July, we had 2 of our very own cadets participate in the Minnesota Wing Flight Academy in Mankato, MN. Both
cadets spent the week in Ground School, and learning how to fly. Both cadets successfully graduated, flying the
Cessna solo. A squadron trip to Valley Fair as well as a weekend of ES training also took place in July. With no
relief in site, August started off with the parade at the Pierce County Fair. We also had members in attendance at the
Red Wing Pilot’s Association Fly-In Pancake Feed, manning a recruiting table, sharing Civil Air Patrol with the
general public, participating in Flight Line duties, and parking cars. We had a cadet training day and Lock-in also in
August.

September finally calmed the squadron down a little. The only major event that took place in September was the Red
Wing Squadron Open House near the end of the month. Cadets worked hard to put together some informative
tables and stations. The month of Halloween, October, was busy once again, with a trip to Crystal Cave in Spring
Valley, WI. Members were given a personal tour of the caves by flashlight. Another training day, which seems to
have become annual, was the Cadet Programs Day/Corn Maze/Lock-In. Red Wing cadets joined with Fort
Snelling cadets in a day of teamwork orientation training, capped off with a haunting trip to a local Corn Maze.

A quiet when you consider all of the previous
months. There were no weekend activities in November. Which brings us here to December, another quiet month
with a holiday.

Civil Air Patrol has a role in Homeland Security

Civil Air Patrol has role in homeland security

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. (AP) - The job of the Civil Air Patrol isn't just search and rescue operations
anymore, national commander Major General Richard Bowling says. It is also homeland security. The patrol
has been included in the U.S. Air Force's Homeland Security Directorate, underscoring the civilian auxiliary's
new prominence in the post-Sept. 11 world.

"Our visibility and our role is greatly magnified," said Bowling, 54, a Knoxville native and University of
Tennessee graduate in his second year commanding the patrol. "It carves us out a special niche we have
never had. It gives us more flexibility in the execution of our mission, plus it enables us to work with other
lead federal agencies in homeland security. "Traditionally the "eyes of the home skies" and frequently in the
news as searchers when airplanes crash in rugged terrain, the patrol is gearing up should America invade Iraq.
"Our people are in the process of training and developing additional skills so that if there's a rapid
deployment, our people could fill in where needed," Bowling said.

The organization flew numerous missions in response to the Sept. 11, 2001, terrorist attacks, including
reconnaissance flights and aerial photography sorties over the World Trade Center site and transporting
blood. Bowling, who joined the Civil Air Patrol as a cadet in 1961, was promoted Dec. 3 to major general.
The next day he went to the White House, where he was named to a 43-member National Citizen Corps
Council. The council has representatives from state and local governments, first-responder groups,
emergency management agencies, volunteer service organizations and the private sector.

Mike Brown, deputy director of the Federal Emergency Management Agency, said the national council
"will play a major role in promoting citizen preparedness and homeland security nationwide."

"The goal is to have 400,000 volunteers by March 2003," Bowling said. "That's a tall order, but the
president has the weight of his office behind it."
